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Abstract

Child abuse is one of the most common psychological and social problems, the occurrence of which is
influenced by various causes and factors in intra-personal, interpersonal and environmental dimensions. The aim
of the current research was to identify the social-cultural factors influencing the tendency of people to abuse
children from the point of view of "counselor, psychologist and social worker". This study was conducted in a
qualitative way using an interpretive phenomenological approach. The community studied in this research
included all specialists in the field of mental and social health, including counselors, psychologists and social
workers in the universities of Tehran, Isfahan and the Tehran General Welfare Organization in 1401, who had
research and treatment experience in the field of child abuse. The sampling method was purposive sampling,
during which 16 people were selected from among the target population to participate in the research and were
interviewed. All the interviews were recorded and then handwritten line by line and finally analyzed using the
interpretive analysis method of Dickelman, Allen and Tanner. 16 semi-structured interviews were conducted and
the analysis of the data from the interviews led to the identification and classification of 1 main theme (cultural
and social contexts) and 12 sub-themes including (low education or illiteracy, forced dropout, interaction with
child abuse, unsafe living environment, harmfulness of living environment, positive attitude towards
punishment, considering punishment as one of the educational methods, immigration, wrong social traditions,
social discrimination, high violence in society , marginalization) in the context of social-cultural dimensions,
became influential in the tendency of people to abuse children from the experts' point of view. Researchers and
planners in the field of psychological and social issues can provide the basis for designing and implementing
preventive programs in this field by considering the identified cultural and social factors.
